Civil Law vs Common Law

The two principal legal systems in the world today are those of civil, or continental, law and
common law.

Continental Europe, Latin America, most of Africa and many Central European and Asian nations
are part of the civil law system; the United States, along with England and other countries once part of
the British Empire, belong to the common law system.

The civil law system has its roots in ancient Roman law, updated in the 6th century A.D. by the
Emperor Justinian and adapted in later times by French and German jurists.

The common law system began developing in England almost a millennium ago. By the time
England's Parliament was established, its royal judges had already begun basing their decisions on
customary law "common” to the realm. A body of decisions was accumulating.  After the American
Revolution, English common law was enthusiastically embraced by the newly independent American
states.

It is often said that the common law system consists of unwritten "judge-made’ law while the civil
law system is composed of written codes. For example, historically, much law in the American
common law system has been created by judicial decisions, especially in such important areas as the law
of property, contracts and torts.  Civil law countries, in contrast, have adopted comprehensive civil
codes covering such topics as persons, things, obligations and inheritance, as well as penal codes, codes
of procedure and codes covering such matters as commercial law.

In the United States, written law includes constitutions (both federal and state) as well as enactments
by Congress and state legislatures. In addition, at both the federal and state levels, much law has in fact
been codified. At the federal level, for example, there is an internal revenue code. State legislatures have
adopted uniform codes in such areas as penal and commercial law. There are also uniform rules of civil
and criminal procedure which, although typically adopted by the highest courts of the federal and state
systems, are ultimately ratified by the legislatures. Judicial decisions interpreting constitutions and
legislative enactments also become sources of the law themselves.



At the same time, not all law in civil law countries is codified in the sense that it is organized into a
comprehensive organic, whole statement of the law on a given subject. In many civil law countries,
lower courts tend to follow the decisions of higher courts in the system because of their persuasive
argumentation. Nevertheless, a judge in the civil law system is not legally bound by the previous
decision of a higher court in an identical or similar case and is quite free to ignore the decision altogether.

In common law countries, judicial decisions do have the force of law and must be respected by the
public, by lawyers and of course, by the courts themselves. This is what is signified by the "concept of
precedent,"” as expressed in the Latin phrase stare decisis -- "let it [the decision] stand.”

Classification of fraud

Fraud is the intentional deception of a person or entity by another made for monetary or personal
gain.

Fraud offenses always include some sort of false statement, misrepresentation, or deceitful
conduct. The main purpose of fraud is to gain something of value by misleading or deceiving someone.

While the exact wording of fraud varies among state and federal laws, the essential elements
needed to prove in general include: (1) a misrepresentation of a material fact; (2) by a person or entity
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who knows or believes it to be false; (3) to a person or entity who justifiably relies on the
misrepresentation; and (4) actual injury or loss resulting from his or her reliance.

Most states require each element to be separately proven. Because fraud covers a diverse array
of actions ranging from white collar crimes to theft, it can be helpful to divide it into three general
categories: consumer fraud, employee fraud, and fraud committed against a governmental institution or
business. Consumer fraud covers instances where individual consumers are defrauded. It includes
identity theft, credit card fraud, Ponzi schemes, and check fraud.

The most common federal charges are for mail and wire fraud, which involve using the mail or
wires such as the phone or Internet to further a scheme to defraud. This category also includes securities
fraud, which occurs when investors buy or sell based on false information provided by another party,
such as a stockbroker or financial advisor. Real estate contracts may also be involved, particularly if a
realtor or home seller lied or failed to disclose important information to a home buyer.

Employee fraud occurs when an employee violates his fiduciary duties to the company or its
customers by embezzling funds, selling trade secrets, or accepting bribes. Lastly, there are attempts to
defraud the government or businesses. This includes insurance fraud, tax fraud and tax evasion,
counterfeiting, healthcare fraud, bankruptcy fraud, Medicare and Social Security fraud.

Fraud can be both a criminal and civil offense, so if a prosecutor does not pursue criminal
charges, victims of consumer fraud may file suit in civil court. Criminal penalties vary widely depending
on several factors including the type of fraud and the amount of money involved, but can range from
suspended sentences, and probation and fines to prison sentences of up to fifteen years. Generally,
however, fraud is a felony charge with a potential sentence of six months to five years.

Civil penalties typically involve fines allowing the victim to recover the amount he or she lost as
a result of the fraud, including attorney’s fees and any money the victim spent to clear his or her credit
record.

Sources of law

British law comes from two main sources: laws made in Parliament (usually drawn up by
government departments and lawyers), and Common Law, which is based on previous judgments
and customs. Just as there is no written constitution, so England and Wales have no criminal code
or civil code and the interpretation of the law is based on what has happened in the past. The laws
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which are made in Parliament are interpreted by the courts, but changes in the law itself are made
in Parliament.

Statute law was originally made by the monarch. But Parliament gradually became the legislative
authority because of its growing power against the monarch. Since the 14th century parliamentary
legislation became more and more independent and the practice of the law making by statutes
increased.

Common law is one of the main sources of law in England and Wales and in Northern
Ireland, which has evolved over centuries from judges' decisions rather than jurists' writings. It
forms the basis of the law except when superseded by legislation. In Scotland, too, the doctrine of
legal precedent has been more strictly applied since the end of the eighteenth century. Parts of the
common law have been abolished by Parliament and replaced by statute law.

Much of the law, particularly that relating to criminal justice, is statute law resulting from Acts of
Parliament. The courts interpret legislation according to the wording used. If a court reaches a
decision which is contrary to the intentions of Parliament, Parliament must either accept the
decision or pass amending legislation. Some Acts create new law, others are passed to draw
together existing law on a given topic. Parliament can repeal a statute and replace it with another.

European Community law, deriving from Britain's membership of the European Union (EU), is
confined mainly to economic and social matters and, in certain circumstances, takes precedence
over domestic law. It is normally applied by the domestic courts, but the most authoritative rulings
are given by the European Court of Justice.

Certain changes to United Kingdom law have been made to bring it in line with rulings of the
Council of European Court of Human Rights.

Legal Education in Britain

Legal education in Great Britain usually consists of undergraduate and graduate courses, which
are offered by the most of the UK universities.

The undergraduate law degree is the most common form of entry into the legal profession. The
undergraduate course runs for three years and commonly leads to a Bachelor of Laws degree. The
undergraduate courses intend to give general idea about laws, legal system and legal principles to the
students. They may include following subjects: property law, employment law, environmental law,
intellectual property law, administrative law, constitutional law, law of contract, law of tort, tax law, legal
philosophy, legal theories, health law, company law, criminal law, civil law, land law, family law, public
law, etc. Some of these courses must be core subjects for the undergraduate degree.

The graduate course leads to a Master of Laws degree. It is more directed to specialisation in a
particular field. The LL.M. course may be either taught or research based. The most popular LLM
programmes are in the areas of international law, human rights, commercial law and European
community law.

The majority of modules you study at any university will be compulsory, though some law degrees offer
electives. Therefore, it is important to look closely at the core modules and to determine whether the
course content will fit with the career path you are planning to pursue after graduation.
